Liberia also has a well-manned
Fish Monitoring Center (FMC), which continuously monitor the vessels’ activities to ensure that the
vessels are in compliance with established requirements and management measures, particularly to
detect illegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) fishing activities and transhipment efforts.
