Amendments proposed jointly by Chile, Ecuador and Peru (*)
Article 11 (5):

5. The Eastern and Western Sub-regional Management Committees shall make all efforts to adopt their recommendations by consensus. If all efforts to reach agreement on a recommendation by consensus have been exhausted they shall adopt the recommendation by a two-thirds majority which must include at least three members that are situated adjacent to that part of the Area for which the relevant Committee has responsibilities and two other members whose vessels are fishing in that part of the Area.

Article 14 (2):

2.
Except where this Convention expressly provides that a decision shall be made by consensus, if all efforts to reach a decision by consensus have been exhausted, decisions by voting on questions of procedure shall be taken by a majority of those present and voting. Decisions on questions of substance shall be taken by a two – thirds majority which shall include at least three votes of states adjacent to the Area, with representation of its two rims. When the issue arises to whether a question is one of substance or not, that question shall be treated as one of substance unless otherwise decided by the Commission by consensus or by the majority required for decisions on questions of substance.

(*) These are meant to be the only amendments made by Chile, Ecuador and Peru to the Chairman’s text in relation to Subsidiary Bodies and specifically Sub-regional Management Committees. Therefore, previous proposed amendments on these matters should be understood to be modified in the present form.
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
